W  e are coming to the end of the 

Church's liturgical year. Next 

weekend is the last Sunday of 

the year, and the next week is the First Sunday of 

Advent, as we prepare for Christmas. So, as we 

near the end of the year, the readings look to "the 

End ," and the struggle to maintain our composure 

as things collapse. In the first reading, the prophet 

Daniel found a way to hope as he was held pris-

oner. His hope was in his trust that God would not 

abandon him--it was almost as if a "voice" spoke 

to him of God's abiding Presence and plan. The 

second reading tells us that we keep doing the 

next right thing--in the case of the priest, he con-

tinues to offer the sacrifices--even when it looks 

like God is destroying everything. Why continue? 

For it's the right thing to do. No matter what life 

dishes us, even if it looks like our whole world is 

collapsing, it's still best to do "the next right 

thing." The Gospel sounds bleak, but really, it's a 

PLEA not to try to guess about "the end." God 

may bring numerous ends...our job isn't to be 

God...our job isn't to know about "the ultimate 

end of everything." Our job is to praise God and 

be faithful each day. Period.
